These charts assume that all women living in that country had a child, which is not true, so they may underestimate the number of children lost to a family over the mother’s child bearing years.    While much more frequent in past years than we see today, undoubtedly losing those children has been a difficult experience for parents in anytime.  

In our work as family historians, we get an opportunity to ensure those children are remembered.

• In the US the 1900 and 1910 census listed how many 
births the mother had and how many living children

• Take advantage of the Research Hints view on 
FamilySearch

• Timeline view on a person page can be paint the 
picture 

• Check in the households of siblings and other family 
members

Christian Christianson Kortner was christen in Kongsberg, Norway in 1796.  Based on what we know about him

He was one of three sons born to Christian Christiansen and his wife Else Catherin Danielsdatter.  Christian and his brother Jorgen are born 4 years apart, which is probably a clue that there was another child born in between.

Today we are lucky because there is a Norwegian Census record hint for Christian that may lead to a missing sibling– lets take a closer look

This record points to the 1865 Norway census, which is probably a bit late for a sibling to be identified, and the place does not seem to match, but this is just the quick view of the record, lets dig in a bit more.

In the bigger picture we can see that Christian was in fact born in Kongsberg, and had moved to Porsgrunn, but also that he has two female relatives with him in the record.  Lets look at the original record and see if we can learn more…

In the original record we can see that Amalie Elizabethe Kortner is 37 years old and listed as his daughter, and Caroline Bertine, is 11 years old and listed as her daughter.  Missing child found, let’s get them added to the tree.

Now we can look deeper to see if we can find a missing mother to go with Amalie, and learn more about Caroline.

Adding Amalie to the tree, surfaced two more record hints…. A baptismal record and a Church record for her.   After adding these two hints more marriage records surfaced and several additional children from Norwegian church records.

In all it led to at least five children found and two resolved duplicates, and some more work to be done on 2 children.
