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Summary
①Historical Records – browse all collections or browse by location to 

find records.  Excellent way to find names that are mix-indexed or 
misspelled. 

②Catalog – many records can be found here that may not be indexed 
on the historical record part of the website

③Images – all of FamilySearch’s microfilms are now digitized. Search 
by location and narrow down by filters.

④Wiki – great way to find online collections for other websites and 
repositories. It has many tools to help you be successful. 
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
